Paul himself practiced intercessory

prayer. We find that in Philippians

1:3-4: “l thank my God every time |

remember you, always praying with
joy for all of you.”

For this time of intercessory prayer follow these steps (see picture below):

Top Hand:

¢ Thumb (closest to your body):
Pray for those who are nearest, closest and
dearest to you.
¢ Second finger (used for pointing):
Pray for those who are your teachers in life.
¢ Third finger (tallest):
Pray for those who are the leaders in every
area of your life.
¢ Fourth finger (weakest finger):
Pray for those who are in need.
* Fifth finger (smallest): Pray for yourself.
This fingeris connected to the second hand.

Bottom Hand:

This hand follows the Lord’s Prayer:
* Thumb: Honor God
* Second finger: Submit to God
¢ Third finger: Pray for your needs

¢ Fourth finger: Pray for forgiveness of your sins
¢ Fifth finger: Pray for God's guidance
